We will also consider government, economy, history, culture, and current events.

Homework: 30%


--consists of a weekly homework packet given out on Mondays and due on Fridays





Classwork: 30%


--consists of activities, and activity sheets completed during class





Tests/Projects: 40%


--tests or projects are assigned at the completion of each unit of study. A 3-5 day advance notice is given before each test. 











Re-Corrects
